With the implementation of th&tay safe, stay aliveampaign
this winter to reduce the number of house fireessthe ACT,
it is important to make sure your smoke alarmsragood
order. Smoke alarms that are properly installedvaniding
correctly greatly increase the survival rate ofuggants of a
building in the event of a fire.

There are two types of smoke alarms availabledsidents on
the market, the ionisation smoke alarm and theqaettric
smoke alarm. The photoelectric smoke alarm may dre m
effective in detecting smouldering fires. The ACTemBrigade
recommends that as your ionisation smoke alarmrbeso
faulty or nears its expiry date (usually ten yes®) consider
replacing it with a photoelectric smoke alarm.

If you have not replaced your smoke alarm battevilese
daylight saving ceased, as recommended by the A@T F
Brigade, or in the past twelve months, you showlda as soon
as possible. Smoke alarms should be tested monthly
