The school holidays are now upon us and unfortunately this means 
our school grounds will be empty for two weeks, making them 
easily accessible to would-be offenders. 
 
Our schools are there to nurture and educate our children, and 
becoming a victim of crime can cause significant disruptions, not 
only to the school administration who are responsible for repair and 
replacement bills, but also to the students who return to study after 
their holidays without vital educational equipment. 
 
ACT Policing will be increasing pro-active patrols around all ACT 
schools during the holiday period, but we are also asking you, the 
community, to assist us in ensuring our schools remain secure. 
Anyone who observes suspicious activity around schools is urged to 
report this to police immediately on 131 444. This includes 
suspicious persons or vehicles seen at odd hours of the night, and 
any signs of potential criminal activity such as the sound of 
breaking glass or electrical equipment being used at odd hours. 
 
School holiday periods also see an increase in the number of 
children congregating and playing in public areas, and police are 
urging all parents to ensure that their child knows the dangers 
associated with strangers and what to do should they be approached 
by a suspicious person. Parents should be aware of their child’s 
whereabouts at all times, and should make sure that their child 
knows how to contact police should they require immediate 
assistance. 
 
School holidays are meant to be a fun time so let’s make sure that 
both our schools and our kids stay safe and secure.

80 infringements issued as police target 
speeders 

Friday, 03 July 2009 
ACT Policing officers this morning (Friday, July 3) issued 80 
Traffic infringement Notices (TINs), mostly for speeding 
offences, during an operation aimed at safe winter driving. 
 
From 6am today police operated laser speed detection on Barry 
Drive, Caswell Drive, Belconnen Way and the Gungahlin Drive 
extension in the Belconnen area, then later at Springvale Drive 
in Hawker, on Monaro Crescent in Red Hill and within the 
speed-restricted roadworks on Yamba Drive, in Phillip. 
 
Police were also joined by RTA vehicle inspectors. 
 
The highest speed detected this morning was 129 km/h in an 80 
km/h zone on Caswell Drive. The driver who committed this 
offence was an unaccompanied learner. This offence attracted a 
fine of $1647, plus a further $90 for being an unaccompanied 
learner. 
 
On Belconnen Way, another driver was detected at 103 km/h in 
a 60 km/h zone. 
 
RTA inspectors issued 20 defect notices, mostly for 
inoperable/faulty lights and tyres with insufficient tread.

Police investigate aggravated 
burglary in Lyons 

Sunday, 21 June 2009 
ACT Policing is investigating a home invasion and 
aggravated burglary in Lyons early today (Sunday, 
June 21) in which two male intruders entered a 
home, threatened and attacked the occupants with a 
short bladed weapon, and stole property. 
 
Police attended the premises in Bilton Place around 
6am when it had been reported that two male 
offenders had entered the home by the back door 
sometime around 5am. One was armed with a short 
bladed weapon and another with a short crowbar. 
Three males, aged 40 years, 32 years and 25 years 
respectively, were asleep in the home at the time of 
the intrusion. 
 
The 25-year-old man woke up to the disturbance and 
was confronted by one of the intruders. The man 
attempted to grab the bladed weapon but was cut on 
one hand, and then received a second, serious hand 
wound when the assailant lashed out with the 
weapon. 
 
The two other occupants of the house then woke up 
and were also assaulted. The 40-year-old man 
received a head wound from being struck by the 
crowbar and the 32-year-old man was cut on the 
forehead. 
 
The offenders then stole a games console and wallet 
before leaving the premises. 
 
The first offender armed with the bladed weapon is 
described as a Caucasian male around 180cm 
(5’11”) tall, with a solid build, wearing dark pants 
possibly jeans, and ankle-high work boots. His head 
was shaven or possibly bald, partially covered by a 
small dark brown beanie. He was wearing a dark 
brown or black zip-up jacket with no pockets. 
The second offender was a male also around 180cm 
(5’11”) tall wearing a green flannelette jacket with 
the hood pulled up over his head. 
 
Police are appealing for any witnesses who may 
have seen suspicious persons or activity in Bilton 
Place, Lyons early this morning to contact Crime 
Stoppers on 1800 333 000, or via the Crime
