Project Safe Plate a resounding success

More than 650 vehicles in Canberra are better
protected against registration plate theft following
the success of a community partnership project
involving ACT Policing and Westfield Woden on
Sunday, August 23.

The Safe Plate program involved the removal of
conventional screws which retain vehicle
registration plates and their free replacement with
tamper-proof screws. The safety screws are a
“one-way” design, which requires a special tool
for removal. The tool is held at all ACT police
stations.

Noise emission standards established under the
Act apply to any other noise generated within
residential premises. Noise levels are measured in
decibels dB(A). The following table gives an
indication of noise levels:

Activity/Object dB(A)
Quiet bedroom 20-30
Daytime levels in quiet residential area 35-45
Busy central office 50-60
Lawn mower at 15 metres 70
Jack hammer at 1 metre 100
Jet aircraft taking off at 25 metres 140

exceeded at the lease boundary of the land
from which the noise is being emitted:
