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From the Area Coordinator: 
 
Do you qualify for a free engine immobiliser? 
 
The ACT Government is currently subsidizing the cost of car engine 
immobilisers to ACT residents who own a pre 2001 vehicle. 
 
People with health care card or pension card may qualify for a full 
subsidy for the installation of an engine immobiliser in their vehicle.  
Even if you do not hold these cards, you may still qualify for a 
subsidy of $100 towards the cost. 
 
Am immobiliser protects your car by temporarily interrupting the 
power supply to the fuel pump, the starter motor, and/or the ignition.  
Without power to these systems, your vehicle cannot start. 
 
The immobiliser is fitted by an authorized installer and is a short 
process, which will generally take less than a day. 
 
These installers are located throughout Canberra.

Witnesses sought to weekend 

robbery, Phillip

Detectives from ACT Policing’s Territory 
Investigations Group are seeking witnesses to an 
aggravated robbery that occurred at the Pizza Hut 
store in Phillip on Saturday night. 
 
Police were called to the Botany Street business 
about 10.30pm after two males entered the store, one 
armed with a knife, and removed cash from the 
register. No employees were injured during the 
incident. 
 
Both offenders have been described as Caucasian 
men aged in their early twenties, about 175cm (5’9”) 
in height and wearing bandanas underneath baseball 
caps. One was wearing a polo shirt whilst the other 
wore a light coloured jumper, baggy track pants and 
Nike running shoes. 
 
Police are following a number of lines of inquiry 
and a forensic examination will be conducted.

Suspicious activity in your street? 
 
Well, if you are reading this newsletter it is fair to assume you 
are someone who cares about the safety and wellbeing of 
yourself and your neighbours. But what would you do if you 
saw some suspicious activity in your street?  What should you 
do? 
 
Your first consideration is to ask yourself how confident you 
are in confronting the suspects.  Most criminals will move on 
without completing the crime if they know they’ve been seen.  
You could speak to them in a friendly way asking if you can 
help them – of course you are not going to help them commit a 
crime!  They may have a legitimate reason for what they are 
doing.  
 
Do not confront the suspects if you feel it could put you in 
personal danger. Try to take note of identifying details of the 
suspects including their general appearance, clothing and motor 
vehicle details.  It is difficult to remember these details later 
unless you make a conscious effort up front. 
 
If you choose to pick up a phone, remember that the Crime 
Stoppers phone line 1800 333 000 is for information about 
crimes, but for urgent Police assistance call 131 444.  
Remember that 000 is only for life-threatening emergencies – 
not for minor crime even if it is currently in progress.  You will 
be asked for details including the street name when reporting a  

crime, so be prepared and it may save time and 
embarrassment. 
 
Citizen’s arrest is a real option but only if you feel 
confident in doing that. There are guidelines around 
exercising this option including the use of force to 
detain a suspect. You don’t want to escalate the 
incident or become a victim yourself.  
 
In any incident, take considered and responsible 
action. Looking the other way is just not an option.

Witnesses sought to attempted 
aggravated  robbery  in  Woden  

Monday, 16 November 2009 
ACT Policing is seeking witnesses to assist its 
investigation into an incident near the Woden 
Library on Friday afternoon (November 13) when a 
woman was knocked over and two males attempted 
to steal her handbag. 
 
Around 5.05pm on Friday, a 38-year-old Fisher 
woman had withdrawn cash from an ATM in Woden 
Plaza, had exited the plaza and was walking through 
a laneway off Corinna St, near the library, when she 
was shoved from behind and fell over.  
 
While the victim was on the ground two males 
attempted to grab her handbag but she held onto the 
bag. The two males then gave up the attempt and ran 
off toward Corinna St. The victim suffered minor 
cuts and grazes. 
 
Both offenders were described as Caucasian males. 
The victim described one of the offenders as around 
175cm (5’9”) tall, with medium build and wearing 
blue jeans. The other was wearing black jeans. 
One had shoulder-length dark hair and the other had 
shoulder-length dirty blond hair. 
 
Police believe the offenders may have seen the 
woman withdraw the cash from the ATM and 
followed her from the plaza. Anyone who may have 
witnessed the two males following a woman or the 
subsequent attempted robbery are urged to contact 
Crime Stoppers on 1800 333 000 or make a report 
via the website at www.act.crimestoppers.com.au.
