December: Party Smart

A great party can be something everyone will enjoy and
talk about for years afterwards. But a party that goes
wrong will be talked about too, for all the wrong reasons.
No one wants a bad party. The trick is to party smart.

There are a few simple steps you can take, before and
during the party that will help make it the great time we all
want. These tips are for parents and supervisors as well
as guests.

Party Hosts
Inform neighbours in advance of the party.

Issue written invitations and make entry by invitation
only.

Put a finishing time as well as a start time on the
invitation.

If it's a young person’s party make sure there are non-
drinking adults in attendance.

Encourage parents to collect their children at a pre-
arranged time.

BYO parties can lead to excessive supply and
unsupervised drinking.

Make alcohol available from one area, served by a
non-drinking adult.

Non-alcoholic and low alcoholic drinks allow guests to
have a drink in their hand without increasing their
alcohol consumption.

Restrict the supply of full strength beers, champagne,
wine and spirits.

Eating can slow down the rate at which alcohol in
absorbed, but avoid salty foods which will encourage
more drinking.

Party Guests

Don't tell others who haven’t been invited about the
party, the most common cause of gatecrashing

Don't drive to a party if you're going to have a drink,
get a lift with others and nominate a designated driver
or arrange to be picked up at the end of the party.

Link up with others to look out for each other, both at
the party and getting home.

Parents
If your child has been invited to a party:

Speak with the host’s parents about the invitation list,
numbers attending, age range, food and alcohol
provision and pick up times.

Make sure you know the address and telephone
number of the venue.

Be clear about when to drop your child off and when to
pick them up, avoiding children collecting on the street
unsupervised.

Most of all remember, you are the host, you can ask
people to leave. Be verbally assertive to gain control of the
situation. Call police if matters are getting out of control,
before they get worse.

Criminal damage in Chippindall Circuit

On 2 December at around 7:40pm a yellow late model Ford
XR6 was observed driving along Chippindall Circuit with an
occupant throwing full 500ml water bottles at parked cars.

This is not an isolated incident and in the past eggs and
glass bottles have also been thrown. It's only a matter of
time before injury occurs as a result of this action. Property
damage has already occurred. Residents of Chippindall
Circuit have informed us that this behaviour has been going
on for a while.

In the incident above a vigilant resident managed to get the
registration of the car. The AFP have been notified but we
need more reports from residents. There may be more than
one culprit and if we keep reporting to the AFP the more
likely we are to stop this antisocial behaviour.

Theft of unsecured property

Reports have been received of a blue ute seen in the
vicinity of addresses where items such as bikes, prams etc
have been stolen. The items have been left on front yards
or outside gates so easy to pick up quickly.

The ute has NSW number plates but apparently is not
registered.

If you observe any such suspicious activity please contact
the AFP or local Neighbourhood Watch so we can put a
stop to this activity.

Description of anyone involved and how they were involved (gender, complexion, clothing, hair
colour and length, height, distinguishing features and mannerisms etc.)
